1. The Theme for the 2021 Joint Conference:
A Multifaceted Crisis in Southeast Asia: Challenges and Responses

2. Background:

Southeast Asian countries have been facing multifaceted crises since the outbreak
of the coronavirus disease 2019 (Covid-19) as the pandemic hit the region the
hardest after the global economic crisis in 1997-1998 and SARS in 2003. The
Covid-19 has affected the ASEAN community in almost every aspect of its
policy areas, such as politics, economy, society, culture, climate changes, and
notably health-security issues.

The Southeast Asian countries’ responses to the pandemic have questioned the
state governance in the region as their inefficient systems and insufficient social
safety net and state budget have been exacerbating political unrest in the region.
Some countries have been using the crisis to solidify their authoritarian regimes,
and the restrictions on the intra- and inter-state movement of people have not
only shrunk economic activities but also threatened the life and dignity of
marginalized people in the region — particularly women, children, migrant
workers, and refugees. Moreover, the ASEAN’s failure of providing an effective
response to the pandemic at the regional level has damaged the credibility of the
organization, and this experience will pose a significant challenge to the ASEAN
when it expands its scope of activities in the region.

While international cooperation and assistance are urgent to tackle this multifaced
global health crisis in Southeast Asia, the ongoing US-China power competition
makes regional governance very difficult. Therefore, we believe that it is time
for the Southeast Asian Studies scholars to discuss and seek a comprehensive
and long-term plan to contribute to the Southeast Asian region and the countries
located in the area.

KASEAS-CSEAS Annual Conference 2021 invites papers on topics relevant to
the theme, “a Multifaceted Crisis in Southeast Asia: Challenges and Responses.”
This could include papers that deal with aspects relating to:

- Covid-19 pandemic and health-security
