The access to electricity has doubled between 2002 and 2011 (TEA. 2013), the
electrical distribution throughout the country has not been equally distributed. Phnom Penh
consumes 97 percent of Cambodia’s electricity, with an average price of US $0.15KWh
(EEIA. 2017). More recent evidence (Phouwmin, 2015) highlight that the electricity grid
only reached 19 of the 24 provinces with the price ranging up to $1.00/KEWh as of 2017.
Despite these improvements, 6.9 million people do not yet have access to grid-quality
electricity. Although 100 percenmt of villages are expected to be connected by 2020,
"820,000 households, or at least 4 million pecple." are still not expected to be gnd-
connected wntil 2030 (WWE. 2016). In remote areas where the grid 15 not extended, off-

grid and mini-grid technologies such as small diesel generators are used as a means to
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
